Cell Analogies Collage

In this project, you will be asked to create your own analogies between the different cell structures and everyday objects. You will only be given time in class to complete this project. 

Procedure: 

1) Draw a plant or animal cell in pencil on a ½ sheet of plain white paper. Include the following structures, as appropriate for your type of cell: 

Cell/plasma membrane, cell wall, cytoplasm, chloroplast, nucleus, cytoskeleton, nucleolus, cilia, mitochondrion, flagellum, golgi apparatus, lysosome, ribosome, vacuole, endoplasmic reticulum, centrioles

** If you cannot illustrate all 12 organelles on only one type of eukaryotic cell, you may draw a miniature version that only contains the organelles necessary to reach 12.

2) Correctly label your cell as either plant or animal.  Also label each of the organelles.
3) Color your cell
4) Find out the function of each of the structures in your cell. (Read your book, check the glossary, class notes and worksheets)

5) Find a magazine or newspaper picture of an everyday object which has a similar function (or use) as each cell structure. On a separate sheet of notebook paper, keep track of the objects that you are finding, and write an analogy to show the similarity between the cell part and the everyday object. Be sure to explain your reasoning. 
Example:  
Golgi Apparatus: UPS Truck 

The golgi apparatus packages and ships chemicals around the cell just as UPS packages and ships around the world!

6) Paste your cell in the middle of the large piece of construction paper. 

7) Paste the pictures of the everyday objects around the edges of the construction paper. Label the pictures with your neatly written analogies and make an arrow to point to the corresponding structure in your drawing of a cell.
