	Removes RNA primers and replaces

them with deoxyribonucleotides

	
	Joins Okazaki fragments on the lagging strand

	
	Short fragments made when the lagging strand is copied during replication

	
	Adds segments to the ends of chromosomes to prevent shortening during replication
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
