	Unit Title: Unit 3 Mood, Tone, and theme “Through the Tunnel”

	Lesson Overview

	Include:

· 4 days (4-5 Lessons)
· Students will be introduced to mood and tone in “Through the Tunnel” prior to that students will complete a station activity focusing on tone. 

	Teacher Planning and Preparation

	Consider: 

· Range of learners and need for possible modifications of materials, differentiation strategies, assignments, etc. (ELL, Sp. Ed., struggling readers/writers, GT/advanced learners, etc.).

· Prereading of texts and rehearsal of delivery

· Assembling appropriate numbers of written text and other media

· Creation of PowerPoint presentations, organizers, assessments, etc.

	Essential Question
How does an author use diction to convey the tone of a work?

How are tone, character, and conflict used to help identify the theme of a work?

	Lesson Procedure

	Lessons 1 and/or 2
Bell Ringer: Teacher’s Choice 
Introduction: Introduce tone, mood, and diction. Explain that tone is the AUTHOR’S attitude towards the audience, the subject, or the character.  Mood is the feeling the reader gets from a story.  The introductory PowerPoint contains multiple opportunities to for students to practice identifying tone.
TONE/MOOD: Traits handout. Pass out the tone and mood traits handout.

STATIONS: Students will rotate between four stations. These include: Tone Task Cards, Text Message Activity, Scenario Writing, and Name that Tone.  Students will provide their responses in the packet that will be provided.  Students will likely spend between 5 and 10 minutes at a station, unless otherwise directed.
EXIT SLIP: Station responses will be used to assess.
Lesson 3 (may take additional time)
Bell Ringer: Teacher’s Choice
Introduction: Introduce “Through the Tunnel.” Provide a picture of a tunnel for struggling readers to look at during reading and discuss predictions based on title.  Read “Meet the author” and background information. If the video trailer is available on myhrw.com, then the teacher may opt to play video trailer. 

Read ‘Through the Tunnel” Pg. 356

Teacher reads/or plays audiobook of the first two pages of the text and identifies tone and diction in the text, listing information on the Tone organizer. Students will continue reading silently until they are finished reading OR teacher may choose to chunk text (I read you read strategy.) or play audio dependent on classroom needs. 
During Reading-Tone analysis: As the students read, complete the tone analysis of Through the Tunnel.  Students will need to consider the author’s tone and the diction used to convey this tone. Students will cite evidence from the text that reveals the author’s feelings.  They will explain how those words contribute to the development of tone.
Quick Write/Exit Slip
Write a summary of Jerry’s swim through the tunnel including three details from the story. (+5)

What effect does Jerry’s interaction with the local boys have on him? Include two details from the story in your answer. (+5)

Was Jerry’s attempt to test the limits of his skills a good idea? Why or why not? Include two details from the story in your answer. (+5)
Lesson 4:
Bell Ringer- Quick Writing response
Option 1: Describe Jerry and his mother’s relationship. What significant details from the story help you identify their relationship? 

Option 2: How has Jerry changed from the beginning of the story to the end?
Introduction: Introduce Theme.

Mini Lesson: Connect theme mini lesson to “Through the Tunnel”

Culminating Activity: As a culminating activity students, will apply their knowledge of tone and theme in order to create the front page of a newspaper. 
Or

Prompt: How does Lessing use tone and mood to reveal the theme in “Through the Tunnel?” In your essay, be sure to identify what you think the theme of the story is, and explain how the reader can figure it out by looking at the story.  Be sure to use direct quotations from the text in order to strengthen your response. 
**Students should be instructed to finish the newspaper task at home, unless the schedule permits allowing for additional time.
