Honors Organelle Project

“You know that you understand something completely when you can teach it to someone else.”

Your assignment: You have now learned about all of the different cell organelles. Some of them are found in all cells, some are only found in plants or only found in animals. Your assignment is to create a book that will explain the function of each of these organelles to a student in an elementary school. Your book should have:

1) Readability. It should be fun to read! (“Fun” being relative, of course)

2) Illustrations. (What little kid wants to read a book without pictures?)

3) Accurate descriptions (It doesn’t do any good to write a book with incorrect information!)

4) At least one page per organelle.
